Roads were not the only thing flooded.  Thirty people were evacuated from an apartment complex in Rogers due to the flooding and
the heavy rain caused a dike to break at Decatur causing the downtown part of the city to flood.

Benton County

Heavy thunderstorm rains caused extensive flooding across Sebastian county.  Some rainfall totals included 7.34 inches at Midland,
5.40 inches at Lavaca and 3.91 inches at Greenwood.  Numerous major highways were flooded including Highway 22 just south of
Lavaca, Highway 255 near Central City, Highway 45 near Midland and Highway 96 between Fort Smith and Greenwood.  Between
Fort Smith and Greenwood a couple of vehicles were swept off the road due the flood waters.  No injuries were reported though.
