Several unseasonably strong cold fronts passed through eastern Oklahoma during July 2014. Along with the mild temperatures that 

came with the fronts, some widespread rainfall fell across the area, especially across southeastern Oklahoma where rainfall was 
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between 100 and 300 percent of the long-term climatological normal. Far northeastern Oklahoma experienced conditions that were 

drastically different during the month with a lot of the region only receiving between 25 and 50 percent of average rainfall for the month.
