Some businesses in south Fort Smith were also
flooded.  There was deep street flooding  in parts of south Fort Smith with abandoned cars floating around South 28th Street and
Cavanaugh.  Highway 45 south of Fort Smith had to be closed. The Governor of Arkansas declared Sebastian county a disaster area.
