Although rainfall across east central Oklahoma was above average during June 2018, much of northeastern Oklahoma and southeastern 

Oklahoma received below average monthly rainfall. In fact, some of those regions only received from 10 to 25 percent of normal 

precipitation during the month. These persistent dry conditions resulted in a continuation of severe drought (D2) conditions across 

Osage and Pawnee Counties, and resulted in the expansion of severe drought (D2) conditions into Choctaw and Pushmataha Counties. 

Monetary damage estimates due to the drought were not available.

They moved into eastern Oklahoma during the morning of the 24th, producing widespread damaging 

wind and some large hail up to half dollar size.
