Widespread heavy rainfall was again lacking across much of eastern Oklahoma during this month, especially the southern portion of
the state and to the northwest of Tulsa. Normal precipitation for the month ranges from about four inches to about five and a half.
Large sections of eastern Oklahoma received less than 50 percent of normal rainfall amounts. Areas of southeastern Oklahoma have
received about 60 percent of normal precipitation over the past 12 months. Severe drought conditions (D2) remained in place during
September to the south of the Arkansas River while extreme drought conditions (D3) remained generally south of the Canadian
River. Severe drought conditions (D2) had also developed over Osage and Pawnee Counties.
